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Work Groups have been formed which focus on the eight sustainability topics below. Through the Civic Engagement process, technical
output from the work groups will provide information to the public for their comment and validation. The Work Groups will also synthesize

public input and prepare draft plan elements for presentation back to the public for consensus building.
